Welcoming 6 new test 

sites (Johor Bahru (MALAYSIA), Monterrey (MEXICO), Quito (ECUADOR), 

Santiago (CHILE), Edinburgh (U.K.), Vienna (AUSTRIA)), the JLPT will be held 

in 40 prefectures in Japan and 196 cities in 60 countries and areas overseas 

on December 4. The Japan Foundation and Japan Educational Exchanges 

and Services jointly administer the test. The Japan Foundation administers the 

test overseas in cooperation with local institutions. (In Taiwan, the Japan Foundation and 

the Interchange Association jointly administer the test.)
